1/2 . . . cup red wine vinegar (approx) 
4. . . . . cups salad oil 
1/4. . . .cup sugar (to taste) 
1 . . . .  teaspoon salt 
3. . . . . Tablespoons pink peppercorns 

(crushed with a mallot) 
1. . . . . Tablespoon fresh chopped parsley 
 

*zest is the outside skin of the fruit, no white 
pith.  Use a grater or a zesting tool.

1.  Add juice, zest, Dijon and ½ of the 

vinegar to a stainless steel bowl or a 
mixer bowl. 

2. With a whip slowly add oil to mixture in 
a steady stream until all in. 

3. Add remaining ingredients and adjust to 
taste as desired

garden salad with a fruit garnish.
