30z . ... orange juice

3 0z ... .cranberry juice

and garnish with a cherry & lime.

Shooter:

1/3 Créme de Cacao
1/3 Créme de Banane
1/3 Bailey’s Irish Cream

Layer liqueurs in order in a shooter glass
and it’s ready to go!

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BEEF & ROASTED
PORTOBELLO
MUSHROOM SOUP
1'% . . . 1b portobello mushrooms
Y5 . ... cup finely diced onion
1..... Tablespoon crushed garlic
Olive oil
2..... Liters chicken stock (approx)
L..... cup diced cooked beef
L.... Tablespoon chopped fresh Thyme
Salt and Pepper

Corn starch (if required)

How to do it:

1.  Trim mushroom stems of dirt.

2. Put on a sheet pan, gill side up,
drizzle with olive oil, salt and
pepper and roast in 350° oven for
about 20 minutes.

3. Remove from oven and roughly
chop, saving any juices that may
have wept from the mushrooms.

4. Meantime add a bit more olive oil
to a soup pot, sauté onion and garlic
on med/high heat until fragrant and
add mushrooms and any juices.

5. Add stock. Bring to a boil, simmer
for about 20 minutes.

6. Add diced beef, fresh thyme, and
adjust seasoning.

7.  If thickening is needed, add a little
corn starch mixed with water.
